In the demo, Stuart had these seven points to properly turn wood:

1. Grain Avoid turning into end grain.
2. Chucking The work piece must be securely held.
3. Sharp Tools must be sharp to turn properly Type/size Shape/angle
4. Tool rest Height, distance, angle
5. Speed Fast but safe
6. Stance Foot position Side by side, apart for parallel to axis cuts Left foot forward for straight in
cuts
Right foot forward for curved cuts.
7. Technique Straight- two types
Curved- three types
Push cut, clear cut but must follow from beginning to end.
