Your Wife Wants You To Know This...

So, there’s a secret to every relationship that every man’s wife wants
him to know. That secret can be summed up in one word: communication.
Communication between individuals is essential to a strong and growing rela-
tionship. By telling your goals, your expectations and your feelings to each
other, the lines of communication are open and a thriving environment for you
to grow in is created.

This is true no matter if that relationship is between spouses or be-
tween an individual and an organization. | would specifically like to ask that
you keep the lines of communication open between yourselves and the club’s
board members. We are simply here to steer the ship, all of you need to sug-
gest the direction to go in. By openly communicating what you like and dislike
about demonstrations and events, we can hopefully make them better for eve-
ryone.

“So, how is he going to relate this to woodturning?,” you ask. “He ram-
bles on and doesn't talk about what | want to hear about!”

All I can say is, watch this transition...

There is a third relationship that we need to be openly communicating
in. When you mount a piece of wood on your lathe, you are suddenly in a rela-
tionship with that specific piece of wood. Every cut you make, you are telling it
what you would like to become. You are helping it achieve its potential. How-
ever, telling the partner what you want is only one part of a two-way experi-
ence. To really communicate, you need to listen as well. The wood will tell
when something is not right. Seeing what is happening while you are turning is
highly important, but you should not simply ignore how the wood sounds. In a
best case scenario, the wood can be telling you that it is starting to get thin. In
a worst case scenario, the wood may be telling you that it is unstable (bark
inclusions, voids, shake rings, cracks, etc.) and that it may be close to coming
apart at high speed on your lathe. So, pay attention to how the wood sounds
as you are turning it. And, if you hear anything out of the ordinary at all, stop
the lathe. Take the time to find out what the wood was telling you. Listen to it.
And then take care of the problem.

And, no, you can't use the excuse that you were spending more time
in the shop because you were practicing listening. Your wife will know better...
